PRE SCREENING: Each pre-screening site is responsible for having veterans wishing to participate in Stand Down complete a “Pre-Registration” form.  This information needs to be faxed to: Susan Ferguson – (925) 313-1490.  Approximately 4 days later, you will be advised which color entry ticket the veterans should receive.  The veteran needs to return and pick up the ticket as well as an information sheet with the dos and don’ts at Stand Down.  
LEGAL SERVICES:  Any participant requiring legal/child support services must complete the court intake form attached to each ticket.  This will enable us to request county records in advance.  Veteran must complete a form for each county that they need assistance with.  This information needs to be faxed to: Susan Ferguson – (925) 313-1490 as soon as possible.  We are unable to request case files during Stand Down.

PET STAND DOWN: This year, East Bay Stand Down (EBSD) is expanding accommodations to include veterans with pets.  While the veterans are given a respite from the street, their pets will receive medical care, food, socializing and grooming.  These pet services are provided through an alliance with Tri-Valley Rescue (TVAR) and other organizations that specialize in animal care, including licensed veterinarians and technicians.  
In order to prepare, we are asking all veterans to inform us about the number, type, breed, size and age of the animal that will participate.  We also need information about the animals, including vaccinations (if any), injuries, medical conditions or any special care instructions. Only pets registered through PET STAND DOWN will be allowed into the event.   This information needs to be faxed to: Susan Ferguson – (925) 313-1490
ADMISSION TICKET:  Each site will be given “tickets” for admission to the Stand Down. Once the “Pre-Screening” process is completed, each site will be advised which color ticket the veteran should receive.    The sites will be issued a pre-determined number of tickets.  These are the only tickets that are to be issued.  The sites can not print, copy or make their own tickets.  There will be a total of 380 “A” red tickets and 70 “B” yellow STAND-BY tickets distributed.  The ticket distribution will be established upon historical responses and participation from different areas in the Bay Area.  The distribution will be as follows:

· West Contra Costa County will receive 15 “A” red tickets and 5 “B” yellow STAND-BY tickets

· Contra Costa County will receive 30 “A” red tickets and 20 “B” yellow  STAND-BY tickets

· Alameda County will receive 15 “A” red tickets and 5 “B” STAND-BY yellow tickets
· San Francisco will receive 155 “A” tickets and  20  “B” STAND-BY yellow tickets 

· Oakland will receive 120 “A” tickets and 20 “B” STAND-BY yellow tickets 

· South Bay will receive 30 “A” tickets and 5 “B” STAND-BY yellow tickets

· Central Valley will receive 10 “A” tickets and 5 “B” STAND-BY  yellow tickets
Each Ticket will be numbered with an alpha numeric system:

West Contra Costa tickets will be W 1 through W 15
Central CoCo will be C 1 through C 30

Alameda tickets will be A 1 through A15

San Francisco will be SF 1 through SF 155

Oakland will be O 1 through O 125
South Bay will be SB 1 through SB 30
Central Valley will be CV 1 through CV 10
The busses will not be filled according to how many seats.  The busses will be filled according to how many are allowed from each site.  The bus monitors will assure this.  Bus monitors must have cell phones available.  When they have reached their maximum, they call the transportation coordinator.  If they have not reached maximum, the call to the transportation coordinator will then help determine if other sites with people still waiting should have additional people transported to the event to meet the event quota.

All of these directions/rules will be printed on the tickets.  The recipients of the tickets will sign and put their last four SSN on the tickets.  Their signature on the ticket is their guarantee that they will abide by the rules.  The screener will keep a list of Name and SSN with ticket number for their site.  This will be checked upon admission to the bus.  If the person using the ticket is found to be some one other than who the ticket was issued to, that person will not be allowed on the bus.

Those participants arriving at the event in their own POV will be screened at the event by registration teams and determined if they are eligible.  They will be admitted based upon space available.

Registration at the event will be accomplished in the following manner:

Upon arrival at the event, the participants will be processed through an admission screening to check in their personal belongings.  All personal belongings, except for medication, will be placed in numbered boxes and sealed and stored away.  Medications will be screened by medical personnel at the admission screening.

The veterans will be broken into groups of 20.  The groups of 20 will be accompanied by their Tent Leader(s) directly to their tent.  At the tent they will be met by in-take registration teams, who, along with the tent leaders, will register them on hand written filled out applications.  The registration will be in confidence inside each tent. The registration will also include signing of release of information (ROI).  They will be issued an Identification Card at that time.  Identification cards will include alpha-numeric designations.  The participants can also sign a release allowing media to interview them.  Those refusing to allow media interviews will be designated with a red color stick-on dot on their identification badge.  Badges must be visible at all times.
